If you wish to participate in the town-wide, curbside Bulk Item Disposal Service,
you must contact the SELECTMEN’s office at 362-5266 no later than noon on
Friday, October 2, 2020

Town Hall will be open during its normal hours, 8 AM- 4 PM on Monday to Friday.

You can mail your form & payment and your sticker will be mailed to you or you

can drop off your payment-only checks & cash- at Town Hall or call 362-5266 for
further assistance.

For this bulk pick up, the cost is $33 per item, or $58 per mattress. This is the result of
the first rate increase since Casella began offering this program two years ago.

Casella will only remove items from private residences that have properly notified
the Town and paid the appropriate fee as required. Detailed instructions are

included in this flier.

71 WOODLOCK PARK LANE
DISPOSAL OPTIONS

The Town operates a Brush Dump & Recycling Center at 71 Woodlock
Park Lane (off Westside Drive). It is open year-round on Wednesdays
from 12 Noon to 4PM and Saturdays & Sundays 9am to 4pm (weather
permitting). Free year round permit available at Town Hall.
(Due to COVID-19, you can use last year’s sticker or have proof of
residency with you.)

o Brush Dump accepts clean, unfinished wood, max. 57 in
diameter; Lumber no larger than 2" x 12 and branches,
maximum of 20 inches in diameter

o Mulch Pile accepts leaves, lawn clippings, wood chips and
dirt or soil. (Note: Mulch must be separated from the brush
when dumping these items.)

o Recycling Bin accepts Co-mingled items as per regular home
recycle pickup

o Metal recycle container: Scrap metal & pipes, non freon
white goods (stoves, washers, dryers, dishwashers), push
lawn mowers (oil & gasoline removed)

NOTE: Woodlock Park Lane is located off Westside Drive or
off Old Coach Road via Providence Hill Road. It is staffed by
an atfendant (don’t forget your permit} during normal
operating hours. During off hours, the gate is locked.
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
